Missions & Outreach Team Activities

August 22-September 1, 2004 Kantou Gakuin Sister-Ch __urch Trip to Japan

To strengthen our FBC/Boulder sister-church relationship with the American Baptist Kantou Gakuin Church
in Yokohama, Japan, a FBC/Boulder group that included Steve and Colin Stearns, Chrlstlna Hadleylee
and Kerry Hassler visited Japan from August 23-September 1. The Ty : » . '
FBC/Boulder group spent three days at the Japan Baptist Union
“Morigo Church Camp” near Sendai with a 18-member Kantou
Gakuin Church group, JBU church members from other nearby
cities, and our special Japan missionaries Chuck and Judy DeRolf.
The FBC/Boulder group experienced spiritual renewal and building of
strong friendships with our KG Church friends. (NOTE: Many from
the KG Church will be visiting our church from August 23-31, 2005.)
For the group’s time spent in the Yokohama/Tokyo area, we enjoyed
home-hosting by our KG Church friends, learning about the culture of
Japan, and seeing many wonderful sights including the temples of
nearby Kamakura. The FBC/Boulder sister-church group had many
wonderful experiences during their Japan visit!

May 29 - June 8, 2005 Mission Trip to Bulgaria and Prague

A FBC/Boulder Mission Team that included Nathanial HadleyDike,
Emily Mankin, Andy Truex, Mary Rife, and Kerry Hassler traveled to
Bulgaria and Prague from May 29-June 8, 2005, to do work projects
with our designated church missionaries Tom and Terry Myers, and
to learn about the ministry of ABC/IM world-wide missionary Lauran
Bethell. On Tuesday, May 31, the mission team helped to install
new flooring (paid for by FBC/Boulder M&O funds) in two large
classrooms and a utility room at an orphanage in the Bulgarian city
of Pleven. The team also watched the orphanage children perform
their graduation program that included much singing and dancing. At
the end of this program, the mission team members gave gifts to all
57 children in the orphanage of underwear, socks, school items, and
candy donated by the FBC/Boulder and Ft. Collins ABW groups.

The mission team especially enjoyed having fun with the orphanage children on their playground. This was
a great start to our mission trip!

In Dobrich, we enjoyed meeting a Baptist congregation led by Pastors Biser and Marie on June 1, and we
became instant friends with many of them. The following morning,
the mission team went to a preschool to clear grass and rocks in
preparation for a new concrete walkway. We also bought a
lawnmower (also paid for by FBC/Boulder M&O funds) for the
preschool to replace the scythe they normally used to take care of
their large schoolyard. The mission team was treated during the
morning to all the preschool children’s classes performing their "June
1 Children's Day" program.

In Prague from June 5-8, the mission team enjoyed seeing this
beautiful city and spending time with Lauran Bethell learning about
her world-wide ministry to help young women trapped in prostitution.
Some of the mission team accompanied Lauran to observe her
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ministry in action in Prague that involves praying with and offering
help to Bulgarian prostitutes with a small group of fellow
Christian. It was an amazing experience to see the positive effect
Lauran is having on encouraging young women to change to a
different profession.

Missions and Outreach Special Offerings

The Missions & Outreach Team fostered financial support for local, national, and international American Baptist
missions/outreach programs by holding special offerings during the 2004-2005 church year. FBC/Boulder
responded with a outpouring of generosity to these offerings. This included $4415 donated to the World
Missions Offering, $2270 to the One Great Hour of Sharing offering (which included support for the ABC/IM
Tsunami Relief Program), and $1509 to the American for Christ offering. In addition, the M&O Team organized
our church’s participation in the annual October CROP Walk, raising $1400 from walkers getting pledges that go
towards providing food for the hungry in our community and other parts of the world. During the Christmas
holiday season, FBC/Boulder church members contributed $743 towards the ABC Retired Ministers and
Missionaries Offering to help our clergy and missionaries during their retirement years.

Missions & Outreach Team Activities

Below are highlights of July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006 First Baptist of Boulder Missions & Outreach
activities, followed by detailed information about Missions & Outreach budget expenditures and offerings.

July 17 2005 Bulgaria Mission Trip Celebration / Ra _ncho San Juan Bosco “FIESTA” Fund-Raiser

July 17, 2005 was a Sunday dedicated to First Baptist of Boulder
Missions & Outreach activities with a celebration of our June 2005
Bulgaria mission trip that included our ABC Region-assigned
missionaries Tom and Terry Myers, followed by a Rancho San Juan
Bosco “FIESTA” luncheon and fund-raiser to collect donations for
school uniforms and other items for the RSJB boys’ home in Tecate,
Mexico. Tom and Terry talked during the morning service about the
huge impact the Bulgaria Mission Trip Team had on many
Bulgarians by doing work projects at an orphanage in Plevin and at a
children’s school in Dobrich. The FIESTA fund-raiser (organized by
the “Hands-On Missions” Lenten group) collected more than $2500
for RSJB uniforms, along with donations for buying dinnerware, small
kitchen appliances, and other items for the RSJB facility.

October 9 2005 10K CROP Walk

The FBC/Bolder Missions & Outreach Team coordinated our
church’s participation in the annual Boulder CROP Walk. This event
raised funds for buying food for food banks and community pantries
in our local community, in other areas of our nation, and in countries
outside the U.S. where people go hungry. This year's FBC/Boulder
walkers included Bob Stacy (and dog Tom), Lynette Laffea, Bill,
Mary Beth, and Emily Mankin, Debbie Setlock, Andy and Mary
Truex, John Williams, Tom Wynne, and Kerry Hassler. Everyone in
the group was soaked after walking the 10K CROP WALK course
through a steady afternoon rain, but everyone completed the course
for this worthwhile cause.

March 28 - April 1 2006 Rancho San Juan Bosco Sprin g Mission Trip to Tecate, Mexico

In support of the March 28 — April 1 FBC/Boulder Spring Mission trip
to the Rancho San Juan Bosco boys’ home in Tecate, Mexico, kids
and parents form our church gathered on Sunday March 5 in the
Fireside Room to make colorful gift bags for use in distributing school
supplies to the RSJB boys by the mission team during their visit.
Parents of these children (as well as ABWM members in our church
and the Ft. Collins American Baptist Church) donated school paper,
pencils, art supplies, rulers, and other items for the RSJB boys.
Also, our children kids made bookmarks for distribution by the
mission team in Tecate. These gifts were all appreciated when later
given to the RSJB boys.
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From March 28-April 1, 2006, a 12-person First Baptist of Boulder
Mission Team visited Tecate, Mexico to do work projects at the
Rancho San Juan Bosco (RSJB) boys' home. The primary work project
was to finish interior construction of the new RSJB medical clinic that
will be used to initially provide health-care for RSJB boys and local
residents. The FBC/Boulder mission team enjoyed meeting and having
fun with the boys and staff during their visit, including hosting a Friday
evening party for the boys at a local fun-center. The mission team also
enjoyed meeting Pastor Isahi Morales of the Tecate Primera Iglesia
Bautiste Sainai (First Baptist Sainai Church), and learning about his
church's "tent-maker ministry”, church-growth initiatives, and missions
projects. The Tecate Spring Mission Trip was wonderful experience
for all who participated!

The Missions & Outreach Team fostered financial support for local, national, and international American Baptist
missions/outreach programs by promoting special offerings during the 2005-2006 church year. FBC/Boulder
members responded with much generosity to these offerings, including $2485 donated to the World Missions
Offering, $2825 to the One Great Hour of Sharing offering (which included support for the ABC/IM Hurricane
Katrina Relief Program), and $100 to the American for Christ offering. During the Christmas holiday season,
FBC/Boulder church members contributed $953 towards the ABC Retired Ministers and Missionaries Offering to
help our clergy and missionaries during their retirement years. In all, FBC/Boulder church members gave $7528
through these special offerings. Other local Missions & Outreach activities during the year included helping
Cyndie Sharkey with moving into her Longmont home on August 6, 2005, sponsoring a New Year’s Day
morning breakfast for the homeless at Boulder First Pres, and sponsoring the donation of food and other items
by First Baptist congregation members to the Boulder Emergency Family Assistance Association (EFAA) family
assistance on February 19, 2006.

October 8 2006 10K CROP Walk

FBC/Bolder Missions & Outreach Team members Andy and Mary Truex
coordinated our church’s participation in the annual 2006 Boulder CROP
Walk. This annual fundraising event provides funds for food banks and
community pantries in our local community, in other areas of our nation,
and in countries outside the U.S. where people go hungry. The October
8, 2006 FBC/Boulder CROP walkers included Gary James, John
Williams, Emily Mankin, Mary and Andy Truex, Tyler Setlock, Jessica
and Lukas Graf, Bob Rothe, Debbie Setlock, and Jonathan Meadows.
The FBC/Boulder donations raised by our CROP walkers by pledges to
their completing the 10K (6.2 mile) course totaled $1400. The October
2006 Boulder CROP Walk funds raised by walkers from churches,
organizations, and private individuals totaled almost $40,000.

EBC/Boulder 2007 Spring Break “Whittier Elementary S chool Improvements” Project

From March 30-April 2, Chelsa Roberts, Tyler Setlock, Joshua and
Ruth Efe. Debbie Setlock, Polly McDonald and grandniece Shelby, and
Kerry Hassler participated in the Spring Break 2007 “Whittier School
Improvements” community outreach project. These volunteers
completed various outdoor improvement at Boulder's Whittier
International School, including covering the north playground with new
wood-chips and preparation of flower pots for flower-planting, as well
as the painting of the school's "Peace Garden" benches, "four-square”
lines on the playground, and six exterior school doors. Also, on May 12,
Pastor Nancy, Polly McDonald, and Kerry Hassler planted $150 of
flowers near the school’s main entrance. Lastly, $800 of 2007 Spring
Break Missions & Outreach church funds were donated to Whittier's
Historian's Fund for the school's 125th anniversary celebration in
October and to help pay for other school historical projects.

Our "Sandwiches for Monday Carriage House Lunches" Program

First Baptist of Boulder volunteers make 60 sandwiches every week to contribute to the Monday noon free lunch
for the homeless that is funded by our "Sandwiches for Monday Carriage House Lunches" program. Helping
Carriage House to provide free lunches is also supported by First Congregational Church, New Day Covenant
Church, and other Boulder churches.

June 2007 FBC/Boulder Clean-Water Project with "Meh  ter" Akha Village in northern Thailand

Thanks to a special $500 "designated project donation" from First Baptist of Boulder to IM-ABC missionary
Chuck Fox's ministry in Chiang Rai, Thailand, the northern Thailand tribal village of Mehter was the recipient of
a clean-water system installed on June 30, 2007 despite rainy conditions. This project (led by Chuck) involved
laying almost a mile of plastic water-pipe through jungle terrain by Akha villagers and a group of 8 students from
the Chiang Rai "Family Learning Center". Approximately 250 Akhas in the Mehter village are now getting clean
water.
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In February, 2008, FBC/Boulder Missions Team member
Kerry Hassler visited Mehter village to receive thanks on
behalf of our church members from Mehter village Christian
leaders and residents. Mehter villagers are now able to
obtain drinking water and to wash their clothes without
walking more than a mile to their previous water source.

August 2007 FBC/Boulder Bible Class Project with Ml ssionary Chuck Fox in Thailand

Thanks to a $500 "directed-giving" donation from 2006-2007
FBC/Boulder M&O funds to Chiang Rai IM-ABC missionary
Chuck Fox, Chuck was able to purchase teaching materials
and conduct a Bible class in Chiang Rai for Akha hilltribe
mostly young adults during the last week of August. These
funds will also be used by Chuck to conduct the second part
of this same Bible study class in Chiang Rai during
November. Through this financial support from our church,
Chuck is bringing Akha young people to Jesus Christ that
would otherwise have not been possible

June 2008 - FBC/Boulder provides funding for clean- water system for Akha village of Sukasem

Thanks to a $500 "directed-giving" donation in May 2008 to Chiang Rai ABC-IM missionary Chuck Fox from the
FBC/Boulder Missions & Outreach budget, the northern Thailand Akha village of "Sukasem" received a clean
water supply in mid-June 2008. The laying of polyethylene pipe for this clean-water supply was done by a work
team composed of volunteers from Chiang Rai and local Sukasem Akha villagers.
